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Win Revenue Summary — November 2007

Nevada’s nonrestricted gaming licensees reported a total “gaming win” of $981,124,226 for the
month of November 2007. This amounts to a 13.99% decrease compared to November 2006, when
licensees reported a gaming win of $1,140,744,736.  For the fiscal year (July 1, 2007 through
November 30, 2007), gaming win has increased 1.43%.
